We have made several changes to our 

registration and information packet, so please read the instructions carefully. 

The 2012 Texas State Explorer Competition is designed to have challenging scenarios based on current Texas law 

enforcement standardized training, Learning for Life 2010 Study Guides, and the new 2012 TLEEAA Training Guide which 

can be found on our website.  The events will put your Explorers to the ultimate test of their physical and mental abilities.  

This year there are sixteen (16) team scenario events.  Also, we are returning our special discounted price, if you register 

early and submit payment before Friday, March 30
th
, 2012. 

This year we expect to award at least three scholarships in the amount of $500, $250 and $150 dollars to Explorer 

applicants.  Advisors are encouraged to have your Explorers apply for the scholarship(s).

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RULES & REGULATIONS 
THESE MUST BE READ BY ALL ATTENDING EXPLORERS AND ADVISORS 

1. ATTIRE:   
Attire for the explorer team events is your tƻǎǘΩǎ normal άtŀǘǊƻƭέ ƻǊ Řŀƛƭȅ duty uniform, as if you were working the 

streets.  No tactical style body armor or outer vest carriers are permitted.  Explorers must wear full length pants, 

no shorts. T-ǎƘƛǊǘǎ όƛŦ ǿƻǊƴ ŀǎ ǇŀǊǘ ƻŦ ȅƻǳǊ tƻǎǘΩǎ ƴƻǊƳŀƭ Řŀƛƭȅ ǳƴƛŦƻǊƳύ Ƴǳǎǘ ƘŀǾŜ ǎƻƳŜ ǳƴƛǉǳŜ explorer markings 

as identifying your Post/agency, such as: ά¢ŜȄŀǎ 9ȄǇƭƻǊŜǊ tƻǎǘ ІмнопΦέ  tƭŀƛƴ ǘ-shirts or tactical/SWAT designer t-

shirts are not allowed.  For some individual activities or the physical obstacle course your Post may change into 

your Post approved Explorer t-shirt, or wear the TLEEAA shirt provided.  Attire for the closing/award ceremony is 

your formal long-sleeve uniform, or άbest dressέ uniform.  Any questions or concerns about this please feel free to 

contact the TLEEAA board for clarification. 

2. WEATHER: 
All events will occur during the day-time.  In the event of inclement weather, please come prepared rain or shine 

to compete.   

3. EVENTS: 
Events are subject to cancellation or modification at any time without any notice.  New or different events may be

4. SCORING: 
All team events are on a 100 point system and scored by the shortest (fastest) time.  In the case of a tie of scores 

between two different Teams, the shortest (fastest) time will determine the winner.  Explorers and Advisors are 

not to argue, dispute or disrespect any Judges decisions.  You may file a grievance if you disagree with a Judge.  

Any grievances need to be written on the grievance form provided at the competition and turned in to the TLEEAA 

Board member immediately.  All grievances will reviewed by the TLEEAA Executive Board Members. Their ruling 

will stand as the FINAL DECISION. 

5. WEAPONS: 
Handguns:  Each Post must furnish their own άtrainingέ handgun replicas that fit your 9ȄǇƭƻǊŜǊΩǎ duty holsters. 

Training replica weapons must be solid plastic/polymer or solid high density rubber and brightly colored such as: 

blue, red, orange or yellow, as to be distinguished quickly as a training replica ǿŜŀǇƻƴΦ  ά!ƛǊ {ƻŦǘέ Ǉƛǎǘƻƭǎ ǘƘŀǘ are 

spray painted these colors will not be allowed.  EXPLORERS CANNOT BRING ANY TRAINING WEAPONS THAT CAN 

FIRE ANY PROJECTILES OF ANY KIND.  Explorers are also prohibited from bringing any type of replica rifle or 

shotgun training weapons.  Any Post in violation of this, may be subject to immediately disqualification and be 

removed from the Competition. 

IMPORTANT:  REPLICA TRAINING HANDGUNS MUST BE SECURED IN THE EXPLORER(S) HOLSTER AT ALL TIMES 

WHEN NOT PARTICPATING IN AN EVENT.  ANY EXPLORER(S) VIOLATING THIS RULE CAN DISQUALIFY THE ENTIRE 

TEAM AND WILL BE REMOVED FROM THE COMPETITION. ALL ADVISORS AND ADULT LEADERS ARE TO ENSURE 

YOUR EXPLORERS FOLLOW THIS RULE!  
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RULES & REGULATIONS-/ƻƴǘΩŘ 

 Knives:  Explorers are not permitted to carry any type of knife on their person for the entire competition. This is a 

safety issue.   

Pepper Spray/Tasers:  Replica (solid high density plastic/rubber) OC spray/pepper spray containers or Tasers, are 

allowed to be carried on the Explorer Duty belt, although it should be noted in some TEAM events, Judges will not 

allow the Explorer(s) to use such devices as a means to resolve a crisis.  These replicas need to be brightly colored 

as well. Functional OC spray/pepper spray containers that are empty/used are not allowed.   

Batons: Explorers are not permitted to carry any type of impact batons or large metal patrol flashlights on their 

person.  Large patrol metal flashlights include but not limited to: Streamlight® SL series, and C-cell or D-cell Mag-

lites,®or any similar brands or sizes.  (Please note: small handheld personal sized flashlights are permitted)  

Explosives:  Explorers are not permitted to bring any type of fireworks, smoke grenades, flash bangs, distraction 

devices, gas or incendiary devices.   

Advisors will ensure compliance with all weapon rules or risk entire Post being disqualified. 

6. AGES: 
All Explorer participants must meet the age requirements of the Learning for Life Explorer program (14 to 20 years 

of age). Explorers who registered with their post for 2012 and turned 21 years of age in 2012 may be allowed

7. CHEATING: 
Explorers are reminded to hold to the Explorer Code of Ethics and that cheating or dishonesty will not be tolerated.  
Cheat sheets, cheater cards or checklists are NOT allowed.  HONESTY is the best policy! 

 
8. ADVISORS: 

Each Post must have a minimum of two deep adult advisors present throughout the day.  If you have a coed Post, 
then you must have coed adult advisors.  Each competing team REQUIRES an adult advisor.  For example, if you 
ōǊƛƴƎ о ¢ŜŀƳΩǎΣ ǘƘŜƴ ȅƻǳ ǿƛƭƭ ƴŜŜŘ о ŀŘǳƭǘ ŀŘǾƛǎƻǊǎΦ  !ŘǾƛǎƻǊǎ assigned to a specific Team, should stay with their 
Team throughout the competition. At no time should a single Explorer be wandering around the campus, without 
an Advisor in nearby proximity.  

 
SWORN TEXAS PEACE OFFICERS, FEDERAL AGENTS, or ACTIVE MILITARY 
Advisors that are acting in the performance of your job may carry firearms about their person, as long as they 
prominently display their badge/ID about their person and follow all local, state and federal/military laws.  Out-of-
State law enforcement officers will need to follow their states reciprocity agreements with the State of Texas for 
carrying of a firearm outside your jurisdiction. Please understand that you will be required to follow your 
department/agency guidelines for all firearm safety considerations while at the competition.  IT IS NOT 
RECOMMENDED TO LEAVE ANY UNATTENDED FIREARMS IN MARKED POLICE VEHICLES WHILE AT THE 
COMPETITION. 

 
9. TEAMS: 

All TEAM events are setup for a total of four explorers.  A three member team will be responsible for completing 
the same tasks as a four member team. All team member names must be on the final registration form and there 
are no substitutions allowed during the competition. Any Post that attempts to make a substitution without 
TLEEAA Board approval will be disqualified. 
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RULES & REGULATIONS-/ƻƴǘΩŘ 

10. TIME LIMITS: 
All team scenarios will last a maximum of 45 minutes.  Explorers will not be given time warnings throughout the 
scenario.  Explorers will track and ensure they complete their scenario before the time allotment is reached.  The 
Judge will say when the time officially starts, and will advise the TEAM when time is up. 
 

11. CRITIQUES:

dispute or disrespect any Judges decisions/critiques.  You may file a grievance if you disagree with a  

Judge.  Any grievances need to be written on the grievance form provided at the competition and turned in to the 

TLEEAA Staff Board member immediately. 

12. ID/BRACELETS:

each event. Also each Explorer and Advisor will be issued an arm bracelet that will identify you as a Competition 

participant. 

13. ACTORS/ PAIN:

until the situation is resolved.  EXCESSIVE FORCE OR ROUGH TREATMENT WILL NOT BE TOLERATED!  Points will be 

deducted for each occurrence of excessive force or rough treatment.  Also some persons, such as photographers, 

safety officers, or additional judges who are not part of a scenario will be wearing their department safety traffic 

vests, usually bright yellow, orange, or blue colored.  These persons should be ignored as part of the scenario. 

14. SIMULATED SHOOTING FIREARMS/DEADLY FORCE: 
Explorers that discharge their replica firearm during any event a¦{¢ {!¸ ά.!bDέ that is loud enough for the 

judge(s) to hear.  If the Judge(s) do not hear the Explorer say it, it will not be counted.  Also if the barrel of the

as a valid hit.  If a judge has deemed Explorer(s) have been shot, the Explorer(s) must lay down right where they 

are and not move ƻǊ ǘŀƭƪΦ  ¢ƘŜȅ ŀǊŜ ƴƻǘ ŎƻƴǎƛŘŜǊŜŘ άŘŜŀŘέ ōǳǘ ƻƴƭȅ ƛƴŎŀǇŀŎƛǘŀǘŜŘ ŀƴŘ ǳƴŎƻƴǎŎƛƻǳǎ.  9ȄǇƭƻǊŜǊΩǎ part 

of the scenario must act accordingly.  Arguing about being shot with the Judge will result in loss of additional 

points. 

15. EXPLORER EVENT RESPONSIBILITY: 

During the event, a single Judge sometimes cannot visually track or hear everything that is being said/performed at 

a given moment.  With that being said, it is the Explorers responsibility to ensure the Judge observed or heard 

άƪŜȅέ ǎŎƻǊƛng criteria.  Remember, if the Judge does not see or hear it happen or it is not requested by the explorer 

to the dispatcher/Judge, it will not count on the score sheet. 
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RULES & REGULATIONS-/ƻƴǘΩŘ 

16. OBSERVING EVENTS: 

 Only Explorers participating in a given event will be allowed access to the event area unless the Judge gives special 

permission for the Advisor to enter inside the event area.  Posts that bring additional non-competing Explorers 

who want to observe the event will need to get special permission from the Judge before the event begins.  

Advisors or Non-competing Explorers may not give signals, clues, or help the competing TEAM in any way that 

could be construed by the Judge as being helpful.  Nods, grunting, and pointing are considered communicating. 

Also Advisors or other Adults who wish to videotape/record the event, will need to get special permission from the 

Judge before the event begins.  Please note: Judges have the discretion of allowing or not allowing: any cellular-

video phones, cameras, camcorders, or other recording devices inside their event. 

17:   EVENTS/ACTIVITES:  
Most outdoor events/activities are still first come, first serve (walk-up style) with the exception of the Non-

Emergency Vehicle Obstacle Course.   We ask that you please limit to only having one member from your Post in 

a line at a time.  This is to ensure fairness and allow other explorers from other Posts the same opportunity to 

participate in these activities.  At no time, should Advisor(s) allow their entire Post to be standing in line at one

18. REGISTRATION FEES: 
The registration fees are calculated by number of Teams, not by individuals participating, as it was in years past.  A 

single team must consist of a minimum of three Explorers and one Advisor or a maximum of four Explorers and 

one Advisor.  Regardless of having a three-member Explorer Team or four-member Explorer Team and one 

Advisor, the Team registration fee is still the same.  Early registration team fee is $275 dollars who register AND 

submits payment before March 30
th

, 2012.  Any team that registers after March 30
th
, 2012 will pay the full price of 

$325 dollars per team. Teams that have pre-registered and submitted payment will receive priority on open slots 

first. Payment may be made on the day of competition, but only cash in the exact amount or checks will be 

accepted.  Please note at this time we do not have debit/credit card access to charge you.  NOTE:  If you send 

TLEEAA your Explorer Post Patch or digital artwork in full size, you can save $5.00 off your registration fee.   

19. SUBSTITUTIONS/CANCELLATIONS/REFUNDS: 
Advisors  who register for the Competition, but realize an Explorer or Advisor is unable to come due to various 

reasons, must notify the TLEEAA Board Secretary-Trevor Grisso tgrisso@tleeaa.org or at 214-496-7194  of the 

replacement before the date of the competition.  Last minute substitutions on the morning of check-in on April 

28
th
 will be very limited.  Posts can cancel their registration up to the March 30

th 
2012 deadline with a full refund.  

Refunds after March 30
th

 and before April 13
th 

will only be of 75 percent value refunded due to our operational 

costs.  NO REFUNDS WILL BE GIVEN AFTER APRIL 13
th

 2012, regardless of the reason. 

20. WAITING LIST:

TLEEAA is allowing agencies to send up to four (4) ŘƛŦŦŜǊŜƴǘ ¢ŜŀƳΩǎ ǇŜǊ tƻǎǘΦ (Team#1, Team#2, Team#3, and 

Team#4).  This would be a maximum total of sixteen (16) explorers and a minimum of four (4) advisors.
