Event Information

Posts may begin arriving at 1000-1200 hours Thursday, August 2nd, 2012. Each Post must be checked in by no later than noon.  Check-in will be at the Dining Hall.  Meals included will be lunch and dinner on Thursday, breakfast, lunch & dinner on Friday and Saturday, along with breakfast on Sunday.  This years Swat Camp will be held at Lakeview Lodge located at Lake Bridgeport, TX, at the Sid Richardson Boy Scout Ranch. Participants need to bring bed linens, towels, swimming suits,  toiletries, spare batteries, bulbs, medications, and clothing for the weather, water bottle, and bug stuff (to repel).  
Accommodations for this year are as follows.  The cabins that the adults will be staying in, have cold ac, two separate bedrooms, each with two twin beds, small living area with pull out couch, private baths and small kitchens and will be available for those that would like to use them for preparing additional snacks and other meals.  The dorms that the explorers will be staying in sleep ten on each side with an adjoining bathroom.  There is also room to throw a couple extra cots in these a/c dorms as well.  You will need to provide your own bed and bathing linens for each person. 

Thursday   Registration and check in and move into dorms and cabins. Get entire post signed up for Friday’s events posted in the Dining Hall.   Pick up supplies and work on Post flags in the dining hall area.  Flags will be voted on for originality, neatness and spirit.  Each post will be supplied with all the materials needed to create their flag upon arrival to the camp on Thursday.   Each post will be responsible for keeping up with their flag throughout the entire weekend.  After lunch all posts will begin the low ropes events until dinner.  
Friday morning the Team and individual Challenge events will tentatively start at 0700 hours after breakfast in the areas designated. Throughout the day on Friday the explorers will have the opportunity to participate in Team challenge events such as Canoe races, Team obstacle course, and Search and Rescue, Relay Race, Bicycle Course, Triathlon and high ropes challenges.  The explorers and the adults will also be able to enjoy a game of volleyball or swim, (in the designated areas only), during designated down time.   

For the team challenge events your explorers must sign up upon arrival on Thursday prior to the events starting on Friday for scheduling purposes.  You must have at least a four-person team to participate in the Team events. In the Search and Rescue event, the team will be given a map and shown the area layout and instructions for completion.  Each post must provide their compass in this event. (No GPS systems will be allowed).  Only one team per post per event may compete. 

Saturday morning classes will start at 0900 hours in the conference room, and the pavilion area. In the afternoon explorers will do a walkthrough with the SWAT officers on different buildings and designated sites. After dinner, the fun will begin. Explorers will be placed into different teams and will work together on the different scenarios.   After scenarios completed, everyone will have the opportunity to enjoy sitting around the campfire again and relaxing near the lake prior to lights out at midnight!

Sunday morning we will start after breakfast at approximately 1000 hours. We will have our awards presentations for the overall all best Teams for the Team Challenge events and the triathlon ranging from first through third place.  We will also be presenting awards for the best and most creative Post flags.  We hope to have everything completed and driving out by 1200 hours on Sunday.
I must have your registration forms and fees ($150.00 per person) by July 1st, 2012. Waivers may be brought to the campsites. It is imperative that I have registration forms before the event so that I can make rosters, dorm, cabin assignments, as well as t-shirt orders. Registration is limited to first 80 Explorers for dorm & cabin accommodations.   
Lakeview Lodge is located on a rustic wooded 3000 acre ranch approximately 65 miles northwest of the DFW airport.
